 It's finally here!  The January meeting each year is a workday for Community 
Quilts.  This year it will be on Tuesday, January 19, 2010, at 9:30 am at Grassy Branch Baptist 
Church, 499 Riceville Rd., in East Asheville (weather permitting:  We go by the Asheville City School 
schedule for inclement weather.  See your directory for details.)  This church is very easy to find.                                                                   
(Thank you, Barbara Pate, for arranging this location).  According to their website, the directions are:   
" From I-40, take exit 55, then left onto Highway 70.   After passing the VA Hospital, take a right 
onto Riceville Road.  Our church is located less than a mile on the right." 
 It is very close to our usual meeting site, just not on the Blue Ridge Parkway.  If you are familiar with 
where the VA Hospital is, Riceville Rd. is the road between the VA and the Rite Aid drug store (used to 
be an Eckerd), across Rt. 70 from the Ingles in Oteen.  The church is just 0.8 miles out Riceville Rd. (stay 
on the main Riceville Rd., don't veer off to the right at the Self Storage), on the right side of the 
road.  There is a fairly large parking lot surrounding the building, and we will be meeting in the fellowship 
hall, behind the sanctuary.  The fellowship hall is on the same level as the parking lot, so bringing in sew-
ing machines and rolling totes should be easy. 
 We will have an AQG business meeting first and then break out our quilting supplies and start work on 
various community projects.  This year we will feature quilts for Habitat for Humanity.  Pat Bacon, the 
Family Support Coordinator for Asheville Habitat for Humanity will be joining us to explain a little about 
Habitat, and some stories from quilts we have donated and she has given to Habitat homeown-
ers.  Besides the Habitat quilts, which have already been cut into Split 9-patch kits, there will be lots of 
other projects to work on.  Rest assured there will be something for everyone to do, no matter your ex-
perience, skill level, interest, etc.  Bring your energy, your sewing machine, your sewing supplies, &/or 
your cutting equipment (cutters, matts & rulers).  We'll have at least 10 quilt tops to sew, quilts to be sand-
wiched, fabric to cut for borders, bindings, adult bibs, butterfly pillows, and quilt kits, and even quilts to 
quilt, and folks will be needed to help others, esp. new members who have not been to this meet-
ing before.  If you have a community-quilt-in-progress, that you need to sandwich, or need other help 
with, you could bring that also.  For those who can stay, there will be lunch provided around noon (Thank 
you, Mary Field, for arranging this).   Pam Hill will be bringing the Guild's irons, ironing boards and multi-
outlet extension cords.  If you have a multi-outlet strip or extension cord, a few more of those might be 
useful.   
    And as a special treat and to add to the fun,  Ann Bordeau and Alice Helms will be holding a drawing 
for door prizes they have prepared as an incentive to stay and work after the business meeting!  It should 
be a fun and rewarding workday.  We always accomplish so much, and have a good time doing it!  We 
foster our own Quilt Guild community while providing quilts for the larger community.  Definitely a win-win 
type of day.

The Humane Society is looking for ways to show off dogs and cats that are up for adoption 

and what could make an animal look better than to have it sitting on a quilt? The only requirements are 
that the quilts are bright and cheery and sturdy. The quilts should have a top, a back and batting; quilting; 
and either pillowcase binding or other secure binding. Blankets made of two layers of fleece are also ac-
ceptable. Use your orphan blocks and scraps. Try out a new pattern or technique. Keep in mind that the 
quilts only need to look good from a distance; the animals will not be looking for matching points and tight 
bindings. The quilts will not go home with the animals, but will stay in the shelter and be washed often. 
The sizes that are needed are: 20ò by 15ò for cats; 30ò by 20ò; 35ò by 23ò; 40ò by 25ò and 44ò by 27ò for 
dogs, but a little bigger or smaller is okay too. They will sit atop new Kuranda beds. Weôd like to collect as 
many as we can by the March meeting so they can have them for the opening of the new facility. Ques-
tions?
