They are lovely
and it will be a lot of fun to put them together! We are asking bees and individuals to volunteer to put these
together either simply or with more creative imagination. Would you be willing to take on the challenge? |
have a sample and directions for one, a sample of a really easy one and pictures to give you some

ideas. | am sure there will be interesting quilts coming from everyone who undertakes them! Also we will
continue to accept blocks if you haven't been able to turn yours in yet.

Now for the next Block Sharing!

This is a simple block but needs to be accurate. Lots of them put together look great! This time we will try
to make most of them for the Linus Project or at least for children. The center is a novelty square
surrounded by simple borders. Remember the center can be anything bright as children love trees,
flowers, designs, and lots of things! | have some squares cut for those who don't think they have
appropriate fabrics. You can pick them up at a meeting. We will do this challenge for the next 3 months
having the drawing in September to win a nice surprise from Quilter's Quarters in Waynesville. Make as
many as you like! Use up more of your scraps and make some children very happy!

Cut 1 6 | o0 square of novelty fabric (bright chilfdre
Cut 2 3 Io x 6 10 rectangles of a fabric that gdes
Cut 2 3 I 06 x 12 106 rectangles of the same fabrid

Sew the shorter rectangles to the sides of the square. Then sew the longer rectangles to the top and
bottom. Easy!!!!

Cancellation Policy: Workshop cancellations must be made with the workshop chair at least 14 days be-
fore the workshop date in order for the registration fee to be refunded. Otherwise, you must find a re-
placement for your workshop space and notify the workshop chair.
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Assuming the presiding officer is a member of the assembly, decide whether each of the following
guestions regarding her/his right to vote is true or false.

The chair can vote twice, once as a member and then again in her capacity as presiding officer.
She can vote as any other member when the vote is by ballot.

In all other cases she can (but is not obliged to) vote whenever her vote will affect the result.
When a majority vote is required, she can vote either to break or to cause a tie.

When a 2/3 vote is required, she can vote either to secure or to block the attainment of the neces
sary two thirds.

A tie vote is sufficient for approval of a motion.
