2 Half-Square Triangles in Red and Green Christmas Prints
Cutl-60 square of RED Chri-r6d magu®mre naf AGREENtCHi st
Draw a diagonal line from one corner to the opposite side on the wrong side of one of the squares.
Place the 2 squares Right sides together.

Stitch a 10 seam on BOTH SIDES of the drawn | ifne.
these two sewing lines before sewing.

After sewing the 2 quarter-inch seams, use a rotary cutter or scissors to cut the square on the drawn
diagonal line.

Finger press each pieced square open with the seam allowance placed towards the darker of the two
fabrics; carefully press each unit open with a warm-hot iron for the 2 Half-Square Triangles. (You may
trim the fabric points to have neatly finished squares.)

Please do not sew the two half -square triangles together. Please sign one red block

This is the last month we will be collecting blocks for the "Block of the
Season" community quilts. Of course if you can't get them in, we will
accept them later but you will not be able to compete for the prize!
