Clue 4  

1.Gather the remaining forty-two 2 ½ inch x 2 ½ inch background squares, 21 coordinate-A rectangles, 
and 21 coordinate-B rectangles. 
2. Sew one background square to one end of each coordinate-A rectangle.  Press the seam allowances in 
one direction.  This is unit 3 
3. Sew one background square to one end of each coordinate-B rectangle.  Press the seam allowances in 
one direction.  This is unit 4.
